Recognizing the need for pilot testing, X12
solicited its licensing partners, looking for
volunteers to participate in Proof of
Concept (PoC, aka pilot) testing for the
versions of its transactions put forward for
adoption under HIPAA

The 12 volunteer organizations represent
the main stakeholder groups; payers,
providers, clearinghouses, and software

vendors

The group operates under anti-trust and
NDA protection.
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The group’s initial objectives were

* Fvaluating the viability of executing a meaningful
proof of concept program

* Defining the initial scope, milestones, and resource
constraints
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Once the initial objectives were met, the
group defined technical objectives:

Verifying the transactions work as expected and
don’t break something that worked in 005010

Defining the initial scope, milestones, and resource
constraints

Validating the expected business benefits are
realized

Identifying unexpected obstacles and potential
solutions or mitigation options

Estimating implementation/transition costs

Documenting and disseminating results
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Then the group identified milestones
based on the objectives:

* Analysis of X12-created artifacts

 Remediation and integration into existing systems
e Testing approach definition

* Test scenario creation

* Test execution

 Documenting results

* Provide evidence to industry stakeholders
